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REFLECTIONS:  

‘Everything Seems Broken, But God Is Here As Well…’ 
 

It has been a very tough month for me on the earthquake 
front. I travel a lot and most folk I visit think the earthquake 
stuff is behind us and the city, and most of our houses, are 
‘fixed.’ But the people of the Eastern Suburbs, including all of 
our main cluster, would cringe at hearing that as we enter year 
four next week. Yes some of our homes are fixed, but most 
even in that category still have uncompleted EQC work to be 
done [we’ll be back later to fix that…] but of the six or seven 
homes still to be looked at we have a mix of some light in the 

fog, several in dispute with EQC or insurers, or like me with absolutely nothing known or 
decided or even vaguely costed to go. We were told ‘see you in 2016’ but who can trust 
that? But even if our homes are fixed, we still live in the East and the East is turning out 
to be a significant ‘problem’ for authorities. Roads keep sinking with big sinkholes 
appearing [we have two right outside our home], the Avon River is a daily threat as it 
runs high now most all the time, and we are advised that properties close to the river are 
slowly subsiding towards the water. We are 70-80 metres away and this past s  ix months 
we certainly know our house is ‘on the move’, and as the thousands of homes in the 
Red Zone get demolished we are adjusting to our 
homes being full of dust, getting damper, and more 
of those bothersome cracks. It can be quite 
depressing. Then two weeks ago our branches in 
Wellington, Blenheim and Nelson got hit with some 
significant earthquakes in the magnitude 6 region, 
followed by a few hundred aftershocks. I was 
certainly one Christchurch member praying fervently 
that our people would be spared anything like the 
devastation we are called to endure.

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But this past month also held three other challenges 
for me. The first is news that the Lamb of God 
Centre is now assessed as damaged to such a 
degree that the Auditorium and associated areas are 
going to also be demolished. The hall end is already 
demolished. Additional to the earthquake damage 
the auditorium also flooded through the damaged 
roof last month and the facility is now costed at over 
a million dollars in damage. That is beyond the 
available funding, despite the fact we were insured 

for replacement. We are now exploring the possibility for a smaller footprint auditorium, 
but with a better space and heating efficiency. Challenge two has been the various 
groups I work with [mainly pastoral leaders and various agency representatives] plus my 
work as a Justice of the Peace, where I am hearing the dreadful reality for many people. 
People still living in wrecked houses, damp, cold and dangerous houses - because they 
cannot afford to move and pay the significantly inflated prices for rentals. The story of a 
lady with four children in a cold and damp caravan because she has nowhere else to 
live. The elderly who no longer have the confidence to go beyond their mailboxes. This 
is a disgrace, but it is a reality. Challenge three was to hear a Salvation Army 
representative [God bless them, as they are always at the front end in social 
responsibility response] say we need be prepared for an eleven to fifteen year response 
time in the Eastern Suburbs. That comment cycled me back down into depression for a 
couple of days. BUT within a week I felt more energised and more determined to stay in 
the East because God knows are circumstance, He is with us in the circumstances. 
 
And now these past days I have been so 
encouraged by two events. The first was 
the decision of Darren and Julie 
Humphries, long time Covenant members 
who have always lived in the cluster. They 
were advised the owner of their rented 
house wanted the property back as he 
was returning from overseas. Darren and 
Julie made a decision that staying in the 
cluster was important to them, despite the 
overall earthquake impact in the east. Within a week they have just negotiated another 
rental in the heart of the cluster. But at over a hundred dollars a week more as that is 
unfortunately now the norm in rental increases. But it is a delightful and near new home. 
I was encouraged that their base decision was ‘we are staying’. The second event was a 
huge ‘Barn Dance’ arranged by Mark Challies and team. This was one of the biggest 
events we have ever run, and yet here we are running it when we are at a low ebb and 
run down and exhausted by circumstances. It was a fabulous event, highly successful, 
and showed ‘we are not done yet.’ It was also the first fundraising we have been able to 
do in three years as our funds are depleted. The funds raised will go to assist our youth 
endeavours and mission work, and to support our children and families to attend retreats 
and family events. The photographs will speak for themselves… [More photos - page 5]

CHALLENGES IN LIVING TOGETHER AS COMMUNITY 
Resource for House Group Discussion by Tom Caballes 

Being Still in the Midst of a Storm  
September 2013 

 
"Be still, and know that I am God. I will be exalted among the nations, I will be exalted in the 

earth!" [Psalms 46:10] 
 
Life can be frantic cycle of demands, deadlines, activities and chores. There are e-mails, 
Facebook, TV shows, tasks, etc. that pulls our attention. Then we see ads on TV, billboards, 
newspaper and the internet that screams “Sale!” But on the other hand, people need our time 
too - our spouses, and members of our families that also needs care. And then there is God, 
whom we recognise as the Alpha and the Omega, from whom all time comes from. Yet our 
bodies, mind and soul needs a break – we need to rest, re-energise and restore our bearings as 
we live our lives. Our lives look like a storm at times – but do you know in the middle of a storm 
there is peace? God is calling us to be like that – as a storm moves about in our lives, there is 
inner peace in God.  
 
So How Can We Grow in Being Still in the Midst of a Storm? 
1. Set your priorities right. Know what the matters that are important, not just what is urgent; we 
tend to focus on the urgent – but are they really important?  
2. We need to learn to say no – no to people, no to our desires, no to things that are of lesser or 
no value. It is better to do some things well than attempt to do everything badly.  
3. Learn to pause and be still, especially when you are confused, pressured or under stress. 
Learn to commune with God in the midst of the ‘storm.’ He is in control.   
4. Celebrate the Lord’s Day weekly – it is a time to:  stop, acknowledge that God is in control; 
rest, to give our tired bodies time to recuperate; celebrate, and thank God for blessings you 
received; and to delight in the Lord, as we look forward to the eternal life to which He has 
called us. Let your life be recharged at that time! 
5. Seek time for personal rest and recreation. You are not a robot; you need to engage in 
something that you enjoy – reading a novel, playing a game of chess, gardening, fishing, etc. 
Balance your life, but don’t be lazy too.  Seek time to have a special time of prayer in a season 
as well – like a personal retreat where you can check your life path and direction.  
6. Have physical exercise regularly. For you mind and body to work well, you need to keep the 
body refreshed as well. Jog, swim, go to the gym, play ball games, etc.  
 
Other Scripture References 
1. And the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and your 
minds in Christ Jesus. [Philippians 4:7] 
2. But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 
gentleness, self-control… [Galatians 5:22-23a] 
3. And let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed you were called in one body. 
And be thankful. [Colossians 3:15] 
4. Other references: Ps. 23; 2 Thes. 3:16; James 3:18; 1 Pet. 3:10-11; 2 Pet. 3:14.

1. Do I live my life like a machine? Do I pause regularly and seek to restore my soul, my mind, 
my body and my energy?  
2. Can I truly say in my heart that I experience inner peace with God in spite of all things 
happening around me?

Reinforce the guard, station the watchmen, prepare an ambush! The Lord will carry out 
his purpose… Jeremiah 51: 12 NIV 

  
Once again September arrives and this year marks the 21st anniversary of the 
Prayerwatch and the faithfulness of many Lamb of God community members to the 
Watch. As we enter the 22nd year of service we owe a debt of gratitude to those who 
continue to serve one hour a week in mainly spiritual warfare after picking up the vision 
back in 1992. Also to those who have taken up serving in later years in the fight to 
protect the Lamb of God community and its members from the attacks of the evil one, a 
big thank you. Since starting in 1992 the foundation warriors at an hour a week have 
totaled about 1092 hours or 45 days in service, an important contribution to the life and 
growth of the community. For those who have served 10 years the total is 520 hours or 
21 days.  
 
In the prophetic word we receive at our Gatherings, God is still reminding us that we are 
in a spiritual battle and is calling us to stand firm in this battle. From January to June this 
year over 25% of prophetic word received at our gatherings contained an 
encouragement to be involved in spiritual warfare.  God is encouraging us to build a 
stronger spiritual wall around the ‘Lamb of God’ and this special way of life that we are 
called to, that is different from those around us. He called Nehemiah to rebuild the wall 
surrounding Jerusalem and it was to protect a way of life.

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The wall in Jerusalem was made of stones, but for us in the Lamb of God it is a spiritual 
wall to protect a way of life by faithful people united in their efforts to resist evil. After 21 
years some of us are weary but still take our place each week for the hour we have 
committed too as we patrol around our community as we know it make a difference. 
New soldiers joining us in this challenge are an encouragement to us to continue 
standing in the gap. We want more soldiers to enlist so we are encouraging members to 
commit to a suitable hour by running teams side by side at more convenient times. Make 
sure you are a part of a team and not a lone ranger so you receive and pass on the 
Watch as disciplined soldiers. If you are not taking a place on the Watch you need to 
think seriously about the call for volunteers and contact your branch Prayerwatch 
leaders or talk with your pastoral group leader and take your place patrolling the wall 
surrounding the Lamb of God.
